competitors will be combined with the master class.

Entries accepted to range capacity prior to the first relay each day.  Match director reserves the right to modify match program 

at any time until firing begins. 

RIFLE: NRA Rules 3.1, 3.1.1, 3.1.2, 3.1.3 or 3.3 in Matches 1-5 

SIGHTS: Metallic or optical sights as specified in NRA rule 3 allowable in matches1-5.   

AMMUNITION: NRA Rule 3.17a&b, furnished by the competitor. 

TARGETS: SR, SR3, and MR1 targets will be used. 

SQUADDING: All matches will be squadded. 

SCORING: Competitors will pull targets and score for other relays. 

CHALLENGES: A fee of one Dollar will be charged in advance for each challenge. 

 

MATCH SCHEDULE:  

Saturday March 5, May 7 9:00am (80 shot regional course of fire) 

  Match 1 – 200yds, slow fire, standing, 2 sighters and 20 shots, 22 minutes. 

  Match 2 – 200yds, rapid fire, sitting, 2 sighters and 20 shots, 60 seconds per 10 shot string.                                                 

  Match 3 – 300yds, rapid fire, prone, 2 sighters and 20 shots, 70 seconds per 10 shot string. 

  Match 4 – 600yds, slow fire, prone, 2 sighters and 20 shots, 22 minutes. 

  Match 5 – Aggregate of scores fired in Matches 1-4. 

 

Saturday Sep 2, Oct 1, Nov 5 9:00am (50 shot national match course of fire) 

  Match 1 – 200yds, slow fire, standing, 2 sighters and 10 shots, 12 minutes. 

  Match 2 – 200yds, rapid fire, sitting, 2 sighters and 10 shots, 60 seconds.                                                 

  Match 3 – 300yds, rapid fire, prone, 2 sighters and 10 shots, 70 seconds. 

  Match 4 – 600yds, slow fire, prone, 2 sighters and 20 shots, 22 minutes. 

  Match 5 – Aggregate of scores fired in Matches 1-4. 

 

  

AWARDS:  Cash awards to match winners in Matches 1-5.  Additional place awards in classes and categories for every 5 

competitors registered.  Categories with fewer than 5 competitors will be combined within class.  Classes with fewer than 5 

competitors will be combined with the next higher class.  No competitor will receive more than one award in any match. 

 

DIRECTIONS TO THE RANGE: The ORSA range is located on the Oak Ridge Turnpike (State Route 95) 3.5 miles west of 

the intersection with Illinois Ave. (State Route 62) and the Turnpike.  The range entrance is the first road on the left after stop 

light no. 16 at Nebraska Ave. 
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
